Here’s how to submit ONLINE to the Tamworth Songwriters Association’s (TSA) National 

Country Songwriting Competition. 

This document will provide you with following information: 

1. where to start  

2. some Quick Start (or simple) instructions for submitting online 

3. some Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) 
 

 

 

1. Where to start: 

From the TSA’s website www.tsaonline.com.au select the CONTESTS link from the home page 

then select the  Enter National songwriting Contest ONLINE  link - you should arrive at the 

following TSA competition information page:   

 

 

 

This page will provide you with information about the competition, some frequently asked 

questions and present you with following options on how to enter the competition either: 

 as a current member of Song Central or 

 how to become a member of Song Central first (& then enter the competition) or 

 NOT as a Song Central member

Then, once you have established your login you simply login to www.songcentral.com.au and 

proceed as follows: 

2.  QUICK START (simple) Instructions: 

1.  select the ‘View Competitions’ option from the left menu panel 

 

2.  the following screen will appear & will display the 6 Category options for the 

     TSA’s competition as follows: 

 

 

 

3.  Click on the    icon in the Category line you wish to enter.  (It will take you to  

      the TSA’s Terms & Conditions.)  

  (NB: you can enter as many categories as you wish however you need to pay & submit  

   song(s) to each category - separately) 

4.  Accept the TSA’s Terms & Conditions for this Category of the competition 

5.  Complete your purchase requirements (ie number of songs you wish to enter for  

     this particular category)  

(NB: When you enter your TSA ID number into the field and select ‘Pay’ you will be charged at the 

member’s rate for entry.  Please note that it is important that you put the correct TSA ID number into the 

field as these will be verified at a later date) 

6.  Make your payment via PayPal (PayPal accepts both Mastercard and Visa cards).   

(PayPal will then send both you and Song Central a confirmation of your payment)

7.  Once your payment transaction is complete,  select the 

     ’Return to Song Central’  link on the page. 

8.   You can confirm your purchased song credits by selecting the   icon in the  

      your chosen Category that NOW should appear under the ‘’My Categories’’ section  

      in top half of screen  

 

 

 

9.   Enter your songs (from your computer’s hard drive) & and enter lyrics 

                    from within this screen.       

(NB: Do not enter your name in the lyrics section) 

 

10. Final Step:  Select  ‘’Submit’’     

        

       You will then be able to ‘’View Your Submitted songs’’ (from the same screen)

3.  Some Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) 

Q.  What do I need to be able to submit online? 

A.   You need your song in digital (MP3) format on your computer’s hard drive and connection to the internet. 

Q.  How do I get started? 

A.  You Login to www.songcentral.com.au  and select ‘’View Competitions’’  so, either: 

1.   you are already a member of Song Central or 

2.   You are a temporary or ‘’guest’’ member (for purposes of entering competition only) 

Q.  Does Song Central impose any obligations on or charge anything for ‘’guest’’ members? 

A.  No, there are no obligations or further charges. Guests are able to enter competitions (only) and charged same 

      as everyone else for the competition. 

Q.  What happens to my songs on Song Central once the competition is finished? 

A.  Once the competition is complete, all songs submitted for the purpose of the competition 

      will be deleted from its repository. 

Q.  Are my songs forwarded & downloaded during the judging process? 

A.   No, your song(s) will be uploaded (once) to Song Central’s repository and, from there, all songs are 

       ‘’streamed’’ to relevant/assigned judges. 

Q.  How do I pay? 

A.   Payment for online competition entry is managed on the website by PayPal.  PayPal is a 

       third party e-commerce provider that provides secure financial transaction services over 

       the internet.  You can pay via Mastercard or Visa (or via your own PayPal account).  

Q.  Is my song judged online? 

A.  Yes, if you submit to the competition online they will be judged online and all judges’ feedback 

      and comments will be provided (online) after the competition closes 

Q.  Do the same rules apply (online) as they have done in all previous TSA competitions? 

A.  Yes – the competition is run by the TSA in exactly the same way as it has always been - only managed 

      online.  

Q.  Is the TSA still running the competition and appointing judges etc.? 

A.  Yes, the competition is hosted by the TSA (the same as it always has been) however, being 

      facilitated online by Song Central’s song competition platform.    

Q.  Are we paying Song Central for entry to this competition or the TSA? 

A.  The TSA.  Song Central is collecting payment for online entries on behalf of the TSA 

Q.  I have more questions - who do I ask?  The TSA or Song Central?
